JHARKHAND STAFF SELECTION COMMISSION (J.S.S.C) - JITOCE-2023 

The Jharkhand Staff Selection Commission (J.S.S.C.) has been constituted by the Jharkhand Staff Selection 

Commission Act 2008 (Jharkhand Act 16, 2008) which was published vide Gazette notification no. 829 dt. 

6 December 2008 of Jharkhand Government. The Act was amended by Jharkhand Act 03,2011 and 

Jharkhand Act 19,2011; published vide Gazette notification nos. 153 dt. 24 February 2011 and 687 dt. 11 

October 2011 respectively. Initially The Office of the Jharkhand Staff Selection Commission was located at 

Dhurwa, Ranchi, till 01-08-2016. Since the accommodation fell short of the actual requirements of the 

Commission, its office was shifted to Kalinagar, Chaay Bagan, Namkum, Ranchi, Jharkhand – 834010 of 

which foundation stone was laid by then Hon’ble Chief Minister, Shri Hemant Soren and Later was 

inaugurated on 02.08.2016 by Hon’ble Chief Minsiter, Shri Raghuvar Das. 

 

The State of JHARKHAND came into existence on 15th November, 2000 by carving out 18 districts of Bihar. 

The JHARKHAND Public Service Commission was constituted under the provisions of the Article 315 of the 

Constitution of India by the Governor of JHARKHAND. Jharkhand Public Service Commission was 

established with the aim of making a commission fully responsible for making the recruitment for the 

government posts in the state. The main objective of the Jharkhand Public Service Commission is to 

conduct written competitive examination and also the interviews for the selections of the candidates for 



 
any government posts in the state. Jharkhand ("The land of forest") is a state in eastern India, created on 

15 November 2000, from what was previously the southern half of Bihar. The state shares its border with 

the states of Bihar to the north, Uttar Pradesh to the northwest, Chhattisgarh to the west, Odisha to the 

south and West Bengal to the east. It has an area of 79,710 km2 (30,778 sq mi). It is the 15th largest 

state by area, and the 14thlargest by population. Hindi is the official language of the state. The city of 

Ranchi is its capital and Dumka its sub capital. The state is known for its waterfalls, hills and holy places: 

Baidyanath Dham, Parasnath and Rajrappa are major religious sites. Jharkhand is endowed with vast 

resources of a variety of minerals and occupies a prominent place in the country’s as a mineral rich State. 

Abundant reserves of high-grade Iron ore, Bauxite, Chromite, Manganese ore along with other minerals 

such as Coal, Limestone, Dolomite, Tin, Nickel, Vanadium, Lead, Graphite, Gold, Gemstone, Diamond, 

Dimension & Decorative Stone etc. are extensively available in the State. 

 

The Scheduled Tribe (ST) population of Jharkhand State is as per 2001 census 7,087,068 constituting 26.3 

per cent of the total population (26,945,829) of the State. The Scheduled Tribes are primarily rural as 

91.7per cent of them reside in villages. District wise distribution of ST population shows that Gumla 

district has the highest proportion of STs (68.4per cent). The STs constitute more than half of the total 

population in Lohardaga and Pashchimi Singhbhum districts whereas Ranchi and Pakaur districts have 

41.8 – 44.6 per cent tribal population. Kodarma district (0.8 percent) preceded by Chatra (3.8 per cent) 

has the lowest proportion of the STs Population. Jharkhand has 32 tribal groups.
